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QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS ON SENIOR SECTION
What is Senior Section and how can I become involved?
Senior Section is for young women aged between 14 and 25 years old (until your 26th birthday!)
Unlike other sections of Girlguiding UK, there are lots of ways in which you could become involved in the Senior Section.  You can be involved as a
· Ranger 
· Young Leader
· Member of a Look Wider Group 
· Member of a Senior Section unit participating in the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award Scheme 
· Lone Senior Section member 
· In4mer 
· Junior Council
· Guide member of SSAGO 
· Female member of LINK (providing you are under 26) 
· Appointment Holder (providing you are under 26) 
· A member of Trefoil Guild
You might fit just one of these categories, or you might fit many.  Either way, you are still a member of the Senior Section, and able to take advantage of the countless opportunities this brings.
Can I work on my Baden-Powell Challenge when I’m a Senior Section member?
No, you need to complete the Baden-Powell Challenge whilst you are a Guide.

I am a Senior Section member within one County, but at university in another County. Can the things that I do in my university area count towards my Senior Section Guiding at home?

Yes they can! As you know, Guiding is a worldwide Movement and therefore artificial boundaries such as District, Division, County, Region and Country borders can all be crossed. Make sure any activities you undertake comply with the rules and guidelines within The Guiding Manual, 4th edition. Make use of the advisers and supporters within the area in which you are undertaking the activity, as they will be able to help and support you. If you are undertaking activities which will count towards your Queens Guide Award, Duke of Edinburgh Award, Look Wider, Camps and Holidays Scheme or Leadership Scheme make sure you talk with your mentor/supporter/Leader first, so they can fully understand what is happening and how you plan to present evidence of the activity or get it signed off.
When can I work on Guiding Qualifications?
The Young Leader Qualification (YLQ) is aimed at 14-16 year olds who are working within a Unit of Rainbows, Brownies or Guides, though you may complete it anytime prior to your 18th birthday.  The Adult Leadership Qualification (ALQ) can be commenced when you are 16, and much of the YLQ can be carried forward to the ALQ.  There are also many other Guiding qualifications to work towards once you turn 18 and have completed your ALQ.
